GUIDELINES FOR UNDER THE BED SALE
All work is unselected you do not need to apply.  Simply complete paperwork provided and ensure all work is delivered in accordance with the following guidelines.
It is important that appointments be made for both the delivery and collection of work.  This allows us to makes sure we have staff and time available to manage the paperwork and care for the work appropriately. 3 working days notice is great although one week is preferable.  Please ring or email the gallery to make an appointment.  If you email the gallery, please ensure we have replied to confirm the acceptance of the proposed date.  If work is being sent through the post or by courier, notice of dispatch and an estimated time of arrival is also very helpful.

We accept delivery either in person or via courier or post

All work being delivered should be clearly labelled. It must be clearly labelled before delivery.
Labelling MUST include:

Artist’s Name (printed or in capital letters), 

Title of Artwork, 

Artist’s Code (if used), 

Retail Price. 

The gallery will not take responsibility for work miss sold due to incorrect labelling.

The maximum retail price for work is £350.  Prices range from £0.50 to £350.00

Any work that has been exhibited before must be at least half its original retail price.

All of these must correspond to the delivery/consignment note. 
The limit for artworks is 100 unframed pieces, 30 framed/canvas’s and 30 3D pieces (if you wish to bring more please contact us first).  Anything over 1m square please contact us for quantity limits.

If possible please email a digital copy of the delivery note to us prior to the arrival of your work. 

We like to have copies of delivery notes both on the computer and as a ‘hard copy’ which we file.

Please read, sign and return Cupola’s exhibition terms and conditions contract. 

We do not use mirror plates as these fittings damage other frames and artworks please remove prior to delivery.
Cupola Gallery reserves the right not to display work.
This is a sale NOT an exhibition please be aware of this when bringing work to the gallery.  We will accept no responsibility for damaged work during the Sale though we will try our utmost to ensure work is not damaged.
Work must be collected prior to any payments being made from the sale of work.

Work must be collected within 4 weeks following the sale.  Work left after this point will be disposed of unless specific agreement has been made with the gallery.
